➢ Vertical and Horizontal Shoring Systems 
➢ Raker Shoring Systems 
➢ Search Equipment Techniques and Operations 

 
Students are required to provide helmets, gloves, steel toe boots, and safety glasses  

Knee and elbow pads, headlamps and/or flashlights are recommended 
Personal equipment must be NFPA and ANSI compliant.
